THE FINANCIAL PLANNING PATHWAY

The programme offers holders of AFPC to enter the BA Honours in Financial Services degree programme at an advanced stage and study on a distance learning basis, using study guides, with a view to graduating with an honours degree after a period of between 12 and 24 months.

There are two entry points at present although this may be extended in the next few months:

Entry Point One

Applicants who have completed the whole syllabus of the Advanced Financial Planning Certificate, i.e. all nine full credits.

The programme consists of:

(1)
Four modules, to be taken as follows:

Two from:

Money and Finance

Economics of Business Strategy

Global Financial Risk Management

These modules are studied during our Semester One, between October and January.

Two from:

Management of Financial Institutions

The Economics of Corporate Financing

Investment Analysis and Funds Management

Corporate Risk Management 

These modules are studied during Semester Two, between February and May.

(2)
The completion of a portfolio demonstrating the individual’s experiential learning.

(3)
A 10,000 word dissertation on a subject of the student’s choice relative to financial services. 

We would anticipate students completing either one or two modules during each Semester while the other two components of the programme can be completed at any time. For example, an individual who applies in June might complete the Portfolio between June and September, complete two modules in Semester One and two in Semester Two, complete the dissertation during the summer and graduate in November.

Entry Point Two

Applicants who have completed three subjects (three full credits) from  syllabus of the Advanced Financial Planning Certificate.

The programme consists of all of the above components for entrants at entry point one plus the following:

Four Modules:

Marketing Financial Services

Global Finance: Markets, Issues and Policies

Monetary Economics

Financial Services and Business Planning   

Once again, these modules can be completed at a rate of one or two per semester and an example of a timetable might be: 

· Apply in August

· Semester One, Year One – two modules

· Semester Two, Year One – two modules

· Summer – Portfolio of Experiential Learning

· Semester One, Year Two – two modules

· Semester Two, Year Two – two modules

· Summer – Dissertation

· November – Graduation

The cost is £200 per module and the total cots for applicants who enter at Point One would be £1,500 while it would be £2,300 for those who enter at Point Two. This cost can be spread over the full study period.
